FURTHER EXPLANATIONS:

Assignment is an integral part of the course, it will provide you with the means to “ investigate, define and argue” an academic issue which applies to your field of study. A guideline must be followed to enhance your research and writing. Library support has to be obtained for writing your final reports. However, a general format should follow the following guidelines:

· Title of assignment, summary, introduction, main study of the topic, results, and discussion and conclusions.
· All assignments word-processed.
· You must cite the sources of all ideas, use facts and information in your own words, (failure to do so is plagiarism, even if the oversight is unintentional).
· Supporting your report is central to the task of writing your report. You are not merely copying information from another author, but using evidence to support the contentions of your findings and critical analysis of related literature.
